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The Association with Chung Chi Began
in her Early Days ......

Chung Chi students embrace diverse nationalities
and cultures. How to engage students of various
backgrounds in College life and enhance their sense
of belonging to the College is the core mission of
the Student Life Committee of Chung Chi College
(SLC). Professor Ou Dongshu, Associate Professor
of the Department of Educational Administration and
Policy, Faculty of Education, joined SLC in 2014.
Having been the Chairperson of SLC since 2021, she
is also a College Fellow and a member of the Chung
Chi Final-Year Big Scholarships Sub-Committee,
Scholarships and Awards Committee. When asked
why she is interested in joining Chung Chi, and
taking up the position of Chairperson of SLC,
Professor Ou said it all began with her association
with the College in the early days. “l pursued my
undergraduate studies at Lingnan (University)
College, Sun Yat-Sen University in Guangzhou and
have forged a strong bond with Lingnan ever since.
Chung Chi College was originally founded by Dr. Lee
Ying Lin, the former President of Lingnan. Chung Chi
and Lingnan share deep historical roots. Therefore,
when | started working at The Chinese University
of Hong Kong in 2010, | immediately thought of my
alma mater and decided to join Chung Chi. In 2014,
Professor Cheng Pui Wan from the Department of
Education Psychology, who is now a Senior College
Tutor at Chung Chi, encouraged me to join SLC.
When Professor Cheng Kwok Keung Michael, a
College Fellow, was about to step down from his
position as the Chairperson of SLC two years ago,
he recommended me to be his successor. | was
grateful for his trust in me and also that from the
College, so | accepted the appointment with great
pleasure and enthusiasm.”

Fabulous Events Foster Inclusion of
Diverse Cultures

Professor Ou believes that organising various events
can create many opportunities for students to

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interact with one another. Thus, students of diverse
nationalities and cultures can exchange their views
and ideas and become more engaged in college
life. The activities must be manifold enough so as
to attract more students to take part in them. She
said SLC has three subgroups, namely “Integration”,
“Identity Building”, and “Cultural Activities”.
“Integration” promotes the integration between
local and non-local students with different ethnic
backgrounds; “Identity Building” enhances Chung
Chi students’ sense of belonging to the College; and
“Cultural Activities” gathers students with different
interests via cultural or art activities to enhance
their spirituality. “SLC normally organises five to
six events annually, such as historical and cultural
tours, wine-tasting, latte art, hiking, art jamming, and
visits to broadcasting stations or airline companies,
among others. Students joined particular activities
of their own interests, and the responses were often
overwhelming. Under the leadership of the subgroup
conveners, SLC secretary and members, as well
as teacher volunteers, students fully enjoyed the
activities. Students with diverse backgrounds might
not know one another well when joining the events,
but they could chat happily due to their common
interests. We are so glad to see harmonious
interactions among students during the activities,”
Professor Ou said with a smile.

Uncertainties and Challenges

Undoubtedly, organising activities is an effective
way to foster the inclusion of diverse cultures.
However, SLC has faced a lot of challenges owing
to unforeseen circumstances brought about by
the objective environment and external factors.
Professor Ou mentioned that face-to-face interactive
formats are better for enhancing students’ well-
being. However, many physical events were
cancelled during the COVID-19 pandemic. Some
activities like hiking could hardly be held due
to various restrictions such as social distancing
measures. SLC members explored the possibility
of launching a wine-tasting event online, but
it was suspended due to limited resources at
home or hostels. Even if physical activities could
be carried out during pre- and post-pandemic
periods, the availability of students should also be
considered. She said, “To accommodate the guests’
and participants’ schedules, many activities are
scheduled at weekends or in the evenings. We try
to avoid exam periods. However, some activities, for
example, visiting the Radio Television Hong Kong,
must be held during office hours. Unfortunately,
some students with potential interests could not join
the visit due to class schedule conflicts. Apart from
that, to encourage more students to join the SLC’s
activities, we also think about the convenience and
feasibility of venues, and costs as well. We are
thankful for the generous financial support from the
College, which makes our activities affordable for all
students.”
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An Enthusiastic Team: Impossible
Turned Possible

Apart from catering for students’ interests and
accommodating their schedules, to make events run
smoothly, SLC should also have adequate manpower
with varied expertise. Professor Ou is grateful for
working together with a motivated team who are
passionate about organising activities for their
students, making any impossible tasks possible! She
said, “l am so thankful for my colleagues’ full-fledged
support, from brainstorming, identifying suitable
guests, formulating rundowns and contingency
plans, to hosting events. Our colleagues not only
have enthusiasm but also have a knack for managing
diversified activities. For example, Professor Noah
Shusterman being the hiking leader, Professor
Ting Sun Pao being the guide for historical and
cultural tours, Professor Chiu Siu Wai initiating and
offering fabulous eco-tours, and Mr. Yuen Pak Yan
and Professor Liang Hai curating some brand-new
cultural events. My heartfelt thanks to SLC members,
Chung Chi colleagues, and student representatives
who are always there to help out when occasionally
| could not join the SLC activities due to my teaching
duties. It is the team’s relentless efforts and
collaborative spirit that have ironed out all the issues
encountered and made things happen.”

Broaden Global Perspectives and
Embrace the World

As a long-term member and now the Chairperson
of SLC, Professor Ou admitted that it was a natural
fit for her love of diversity and the passion she has
for encouraging the next generation to open up
their minds and embrace the world. She said, “l love
cultural exchange and exploring the world. In my
last year of university, | was awarded a fellowship
from the Lingnan Foundation and joined a six-
month service learning programme as an exchange
student at the University of California, Los Angeles.
This experience exposed me to the ethnic, cultural
and economic diversity, and inequality in the United
States. Then | became very interested in education.
From there, | went to Columbia University for my
master’s and doctoral degrees in the economics of
education. Afterwards, | worked at the London School
of Economics and Political Science. Studying and
working overseas, | met many people with diverse
backgrounds in terms of education, language,
nationality, religion, and ethnicity. Through our
conversations, | obtained a deeper understanding
of different cultures and history, and got to know
people’s unique life stories and values including
their own views on current social, political, and
economic issues. This urged me to reflect on myself
from time to time. It was an utterly fruitful experience.
As a scholar, | love collaborating with researchers
in different countries. In my cross-disciplinary
research, | work closely with experts in education,
sociology, and economics. All these experiences
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Professor Ou has abundant cultural exchange experiences while studying and working overseas. When the opportunity
came along for her to join SLC and later become the SLC Chairperson, it was a natural fit for her love of diversity and the
passion she has for encouraging the next generation to open up their minds and embrace the world.
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facilitate the leveraging of multiple perspectives when
studying national and local educational policies. | always
remind myself to keep an open mind: interacting and
connecting with people of different backgrounds would
make our world much bigger; when our visions are
broadened, our minds are more open, and we may know
how to cope with our challenges better. Eventually, a
more positive attitude would lead to more favourable
changes in our life.” Professor Ou believes that all these
invaluable experiences have fostered her passion for
education, which in turn enables her to encourage
young generations to embrace the world. Applying her
experiences to the work of SLC gives Professor Ou a
great sense of satisfaction.

What does Professor Ou think of her thirteenth year in
Chung Chi? She said, “All these years in Chung Chi
have only made me realise more and more that Chung
Chi and Lingnan share the same spirit. Coming to
Chung Chi is like coming home. Lingnan sponsored me
to pursue further studies in the United States; upon my
return, | started to serve at Chung Chi, cultivating talents
and giving back to our society. | am truly blessed and
grateful. | have passion for the work | am doing for the
College. | am delighted to see students growing vibrantly
while achieving my personal progress continuously. It is
a very blissful experience.

Songs of the City - The City of Songs
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Mr. Ng Wang Fung
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Cityscapes and Cantopop seem to be entirely
different things, but the integration of both can create
chemistry beyond imagination. Chung Chi alumnus
Mr. Ng Wang Fung has been falling head over
heels for Cantopop since he was small. He always
associates Cantopop, a typical Hong Kong icon,
with particular cityscapes. The Dreaming Through
Chung Chi Scheme has given him an opportunity to
realise his dream, enabling him to translate his ideas
into actions by curating a crossover “Cantopop with
Me” exhibition with a harmonious blend of Cantopop
and cityscape snapshots.

Q: How would you describe the
curation process of this exhibition?

Curating exhibitions entails bold imagination and
meticulous planning. Holding an exhibition at
Yasumoto International Academic Park has already
been a bold idea. How dare a student showcase
his “own stuff” in one of the busiest academic
premises for two weeks? | think it’'s Chung Chi
that lent steadfast support to my exhibition. First,
thank the College for submitting the application
for borrowing an exhibition space at Yasumoto

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International Academic Park on my behalf. Since
no similar events had been organised before, the
Estate Management Office of the University was very
stringent in approving my application. | had to go
through a series of approval processes by preparing
a lot of documents introducing the background,
content, and logistics of the exhibition. This is so-
called meticulous planning.

For example, the exhibition stands with the hanging
system were well received by many guests, and
even a professor from the School of Business
asked me to give her the stands after the end of
the exhibition. Substantial efforts have been paid
to render the exhibition such a bold design style.
The exhibition stands, photo frames, and frame
nails were bought from three different companies
and further processed ourselves. Any slight
discrepancies in measurement will lead to starting
the installation all over again. For me, the finished
products having over 80% similarity with what | have
previously conceived is utterly encouraging. It would
be even better if the remaining 20% inadequacy
could be made up by installing one more neon light
plate showing “let creative works speak themselves”
for classmates checking in.

What made you come up with the
idea of the crossover of Cantopop
and cityscape images? What are your
criteria for selecting the exhibits?

When | was a first-year student, | had a crush on
a girl who is also a big fan of Cantopop. She runs
an Instagram account sharing handwritten lyrics
and cityscape images. Such a crossover really
impressed me. In this exhibition, | chose 16 songs
representing the characteristics of Cantopop
development after the 2000s.

After selecting the sixteen lyrics, |
discussed them with the photographer Jerry
Wong(@recollectingmemories_). He opened his
album and paired up the photos with the lyrics.
The only selection criterion is “having a feeling” for
the combination of the lyrics and images. We were
touched by some of the pieces because they were
too compatible to be true.

What is the main purpose of this
project? What have you learned from
it?

There are two main purposes. First, | had a good
excuse to reach out to my crush in my final year.
Second, | wanted to seize an opportunity to perform
in FM530, a music show run by Chung Chi College.
Previously | hoped the exhibition would go along with
the FM530 performance. Unfortunately, my hope was
in vain as the show had been cancelled. For me, the
most profound meaning of this project is learning to
accept the unexpected in our life.

What | am certain of is the exhibition promoted
Cantopop and gathered Cantopop lovers together.
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The exhibition stands with the hanging system were used to display the photographic works of cityscape images.
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The exhibition also served as a platform for talented
photographers and calligraphers to showcase their
creative works. These were also what | aspired to
achieve in this exhibition.

Did you encounter any challenges and
difficulties during the exhibition?

There were loads of the unexpected that | have ever
encountered. First, | started to curate the exhibition
in September 2021. It was supposed to be held in
March 2022 but postponed to November of the same
year due to the pandemic. By then | have already
joined the workforce and could only handle the
preparation work like replying to emails, purchasing,
following up on the design, and writing promotional
articles after work.

The most challenging was not the tons of work that
| had to get involved in but the waiting process.
Since most of the materials were bought online,
unexpected changes in delivery dates, missing
stocks, and ineffective receipts were common. It
took me extra time to solve the issues, which made
the schedule even tighter. The anxiety triggered
really dragged me down. Handling uncertainties was
a huge lesson for me as | had to juggle my work and
exhibition. Worse still, | suffered from gastric ulcer
and mental collapse. Facing such a lot of issues, |
could do nothing but go to bed earlier so that | would
be more rejuvenated the next morning to come up
with better solutions.
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The Lotus Cross

We all know our college emblem, the familiar
gold lotus cross on a crimson background, but
do you know the history behind it?

After the Roman Empire converted to
Christianity in the fourth century, many
Christians debated the nature of Jesus
Christ. Nestorians, after the bishop Nestorius
(386-451) whose views they followed, left
the Roman Empire and went into exile in
neighbouring Persia (modern Irag and Iran),
where they established the ‘Church of the
East.

From the sixth to the eighth centuries, the
Nestorians of Persia began to travel east
along the famous trade route known as the Silk
Road. This eventually brought them to China,
then ruled by the Tang Dynasty (618-907).
The Tang emperors welcomed them and they
established many churches and monasteries
in the country.

To commemorate their presence in China,
the Nestorian Christians set up a monument
known as a ‘stele’ in the city of Xi’an in the
year 781. The long inscription on the stele
describes the Christian faith as the ‘lllustrious
Religion’, while the carving at the top shows
the recognisable cross perched on a lotus
amid the clouds. This is the origin of the Lotus
Cross, an illustrious symbol of Christianity in
China.

Chung Chi New Milestone -
Gathering Talents and Igniting Creativity
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At last year's 70" Anniversary Celebration Banquet, Board Chairman Dr. Norman T. L. Chan revealed the
College’s development blueprint and vision by announcing a major campus development plan, tentatively
named “Project E”. The fundraising campaign of this project kicked off at the banquet with four trustees
pledging $2.8 million. After months of preparation, the College is pleased to share the latest news of this
project in the new year.

To promote the College’s long-term development and educational mission, “Project E” is launched to construct
extensive indoor and outdoor activity spaces for students, academic staff, and alumni. The College is going
to demolish the nearly 60-year-old staff quarters Block E adjacent to the University MTR station and redevelop
it into a twin-block building at the original site. The high block will be a student hostel, while the low block
includes a replacement staff quarters, an alumni activity centre linking to a sky garden, Digital Culture and Art
Creativity Centre, among others.

The new building is situated in a prime location next to the University MTR station with extremely convenient
transportation. It will be an important platform for students, academic staff, and alumni to gather and
exchange, stimulating creativity and encouraging innovation.
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1. Student Hostel (additional 300 places)

Students can enhance their interpersonal and communication skills through their hostel life. By organising
hostel activities, student residents can enhance their activity planning and execution skills as well.

2. Staff Quarters (17,000 square feet)

The words, deeds, and experience sharing of our academic staff are part of non-formal education, which helps
cultivate students’ good character. With a convenient accommodation, academic staff can actively participate
in and promote College’s activities, thereby, facilitating the communication and interaction between teachers
and students, strengthening non-formal education, and establishing a harmonious campus atmosphere.

3. Alumni Activity Centre (2,200 square feet)

This centre, exclusively for Chung Chi Alumni, is located next to the University station, which not only
encourages alumni to visit their alma mater more but also provides a platform for alumni and students to
enhance their friendship.

4. Digital Culture and Art Creativity Centre (3,500 square feet)

This new centre with a high ceiling will be a multi-functional space for various kinds of activities, exhibitions,
workshops, and conferences on different themes.

It encourages students, academic staff, alumni, start-ups, and experts to engage in innovation and creativity,
facilitating cultural and artistic interaction in the global digital world, and fostering the digital culture among
the new generation.

The College has appointed an architectural firm for building design and planned to call for construction
tenders in the fourth quarter of this year. This project is expected to be completed by the end of 2026, at the
75" anniversary of Chung Chi College.

The revised construction cost is estimated at $550 million. With a government subsidy of $200 million for the
partial construction cost of the student hostel, the rest will be financed by the College. The Finance Committee
of College Board agreed to contribute with a matching fund of $100 million, together with $70 million from
College Staff Quarters Fund, of which the current project fund is $370 million in total. The remaining $180
million has to be raised through donations from Chung Chi-ers and the public.

We look forward to Chung Chi-ers’ full support for “Project E”, and their active participation in our upcoming
fund-raising campaigns and activities. In addition, you are encouraged to share our passion and educational
vision with your family and friends to solicit their support for Chung Chi and our Project E.

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Lin Dao Yang and the Relocation of
Ma Liu Shui Village

In the past, Ma Liu Shui Village and farmland were originally located at
the sites of Elisabeth Luce Moore Library, Lake Ad Excellentiam, and
Lingnan Stadium. Although Chung Chi was granted ten acres of Ma Liu
Shui as the College’s permanent site by the government in 1953, it was
still not enough for the College’s future development. Therefore, Chung
Chi aspired to buy the land of the entire site of Ma Liu Shui Village. When
Dr. Lin Dao Yang became the President, he actively touched base with
the Wan Clan, who were the indigenous inhabitants. He knew that the
low-lying fields there were easily flooded by seawater, resulting in a
very low yield. Moreover, the villagers thought the railway had destroyed
the feng shui of the village, and the black smoke emitted by trains
polluted the crops nearby. Therefore, it was not an ideal living place.
He then wrote a letter on their behalf to the Colonial Secretary asking
for the relocation of the village in 1957. Dr. Lin and the villagers went
to Fanling together to find a suitable site. The College later bought the
fields at Kwan Tei for their settlement. With the efforts of Dr. Lin, the Wan
Clan gradually moved to Fanling and their ancestor graves were also
relocated there. New Ma Liu Shui Village was then established. There
is a road in the Village named after Dao Yang for commemorating him.
Hence, Chung Chi could expand its campus facilities at the original site,
and more students could study at the College.
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
