1155889900 need.pdf” to the Committee (ccc_hostel@cuhk.edu.hk ) before the deadline.
The information provided will be checked. The application will be revoked if any false
information, inaccurate information or forge document is found. Besides, such cases will be
forwarded to related units for following up on disciplinary action.
The result will be announced in late February or early March at the Committee webpage.
Unsuccessful applicants could apply for “Personal Reason Special Selection” if needed. The
deadline for application is on March 10, 2025.
All information/document collected will be used for the hostel allocation and management,
and handling student issues.
