Good morning everyone.

First of all, I would like to thank all of you for being here. | realize that you
could choose which assembly to go to, and yet you're here. I'll do my best to
make it worth your time.

Secondly, | would have to admit that | am a little bit intimidated. |
am actually quite scared. Because with this topic, “Discovering Purpose by
Pursuing Passion”, | ask myself — what right do | have to talk about something
so inspiring? | don't think of myself as an inspiring person. | am a very lucky
person, for sure. | am also a very hard worker. But inspiring? What could |
possibly share?

Maybe | could share my experience when | came here to Hong Kong 12
years ago — being 23 at that time, and wondering where | would go.
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People always like seeing something like this: champagne, glamourous
pictures on Instagram or Facebook. Everybody wants to see the fun parts. Honestly,
sometimes | have been going along this ride, where | have to smile and have to look
glamourous. But actually, in real life, | am away from all the fancy lights. I love to walk
around the park, and | am really as low key as can be. That's a bit strange, because
social media keeps telling us that we have to show certain things, or document
what's happening now. I'm not that kind of person. In fact, in events, a lot of people
were telling me to take and post more photos. | said to them that | just liked to go
to the buffet table, instead of taking photos. | found myself in this situation, and
wondering now: how did | get here?

Many years ago, when | was desperately asking myself: What am | going to be?
Where am | going to? Am | going to make it? | came across this song:

Tired of weaving dreams too loose for me to wear
Tired of watching clouds repeat their dance on air
Tired of getting tired of doing what's required

Is life @ mere routine in the greater scheme of things

Through with taking roads someone else designed

Through with chasing stars that soon forget to shine

Through with going through one more day - what's new?

Does my life still mean a thing in the greater scheme of things?

I think I'll follow the voice that calls within
Dance to the silent song it sings

I hope to find my place

So my life can fall in place

I know in time I'll find my place

In the greater scheme of things

I heard this song when | was in university, and decided that this would be my
anthem. Every time | couldn’t find my way, | would always tell myself that wherever |
am, | am still on the right path.

First thing's first, | realize that passion is something that you cannot live without.
One of my colleagues who's in her 20s asked me recently, “How do | know what |
should do?” That's a hard question. As we all have so many different talents, how do
you know which path you should take? You have different opportunities, and what
should you choose? | asked her (something that a mentor once asked me) “When
you wake up in the morning, what is the thing that you cannot imagine your life
without? Singing, dancing, or talking? What is it that you really love doing? For me, |
realized that when | was 7 years old - | decided that | wanted to be a singer. Until
now, | wake up in the morning and say to myself, “If  won't get to sing, | don't think |
can do any job or work that does not allow me to do that"

When | was 7 years old, | already knew that | wanted to be a performer. Does
anybody know the Sound of Music? My grandfather had a lot of little plants. When |
would spend weekends in his home, | would arrange these plants and say, “You are
do, re, mi, fa, so, la, ti", and | would sing to the plants. It's a bit ridiculous, and my
mother was probably very worried. She said maybe you should do your Maths or
Science, but | said | was going to sing to the plants. | really loved to do it.

Unfortunately, except for my mother, not a lot of people thought | had talent.
In every school audition, and competition, | was tured down because the teachers
said | couldn't hear the tone properly. But of course, if we listen to what other people
say about us, and focus on how their words are pulling us down, then who will push
us up?

Luckily at that time — maybe because | was “tone-deaf,” | didn't listen to the
teacher. The teacher told me, “I can't put you into the choir because you cannot sing
the notes”” | said, “Okay, but | will still sing” Right then and there, | realized that this
was what | wanted to do.

However, | come from the Philippines. Even if | come from a middle-class
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family, life can still be very tough. Ever since | was a child, my parents told me that
art would not put food on the table. Every single day they told me, “We will bring
you to music class and we will bring you to ballet school, but remember, you will not
be able to make a living out of this!" So, I grew up trying to take a road that someone
else designed. | tried to do anything else except being a performer. | was performing
in a professional theatre company since | was 10, but | thought it was just a hobby.
| didn't realize that this was my dream and my life’s work. All these times, | tried to
prove that | could do “smart” things. | could take another course. | would take a path
that the “smart people” chose, because back then, I didn't realize that being talented
is also being smart, and that to have a talent in performing is special.

So, | tried to choose a different road. | took my bachelor's and master's degree
in the social sciences. | told myself, “I am probably going to quit the theatre so | can
focus on a real’ job!" Looking back, it was not the right concept. The Arts is a career
that's as important and ‘real’ as any other.

Around this time, | had a life-changing experience. | was asked to teach high
school students, and | was asked to mentor them in drama because of my theatre
background. Of course, | was very young, maybe only a few years older than they
were. When they were skipping classes to go to concerts, | wished | could join them.
However, | ended up sitill trying my best to teach them.

As with many experiences with young people, when you try to teach them,
you'll find that young people end up teaching you. My high school students taught
me what matters. At the end of the year, | asked them, “What did you learn from
this class?” | was expecting them to say: "I learned how to act. | learned how to
sing better. | learned about theatre history”. Then, one of the girls came up to me.
She was Ms. Popular, very talented, and really amazing. | thought she would say
something like: | realize | could be a leader, or | realize | could be amazing. Do you
know what she told me? She said, “I learned that this is not about me!” She told me
right then and there that what she learned from the Arts was that it wasn't about
how to promote herself, but how to serve others. | was humbled because she taught
me something that | would never forget.



Moving on, | thought that | would be leaving the Arts sector and go into social
work. | did a little bit of work in the Philippine social work sector, and | thought that
would be my path. But life had a different plan. One day | answered my phone and it
was Hong Kong Disneyland. They said, “We have your file from a couple of auditions
ago. Would you like to take an 8-month contract in Hong Kong?” (At that time, | was
finishing my thesis for my master's degree, and it was so stressful. Every single day,
I was crying as my professors would give me so much to read. It was horrible. It was
good training, but it was really stressful.) When Disney called, | said yes. | thought |
could go away from home for a while and experience freedom. | thought it would
be a paid vacation, but | didn't realize that the work was really tough. | arrived here
in Hong Kong, on February 2008, one of the coldest winters in Hong Kong, and my
Filipino skin, which was only used to a tropical country, was freezing. But | got here,
and | didn't leave.

What | realized then was that | took on a different path. | enjoyed working there
and | enjoyed singing and dancing. Who gets to say that they worked for Mickey
Mouse? There was one time that we had an assembly of employees, and Mickey
Mouse came out: the whole room of adults were shouting “woo-hoo”, and we were
really cheering for our mouse. | loved it. | enjoyed it.

But again, | had a lot of pride, arrogance, and ego in me. | was thinking to
myself, “I have a master's degree. My other friends are working in high-ranking jobs
and they make a lot of money” And then one day | was dancing, as | did “High
School Musical” - one of my roles in Disney. | had cute hair tied up, a sequin shirt, a
little jacket, and high heeled boots that came up to my knee. (Honestly, when it's in
the summer, and | was dancing on the concrete floor, I literally know how it feels to
be a steamed dim sum. That was how tough it was.)

Anyway, | saw my friends, who also have masters degrees, and they were now
diplomats, lawyers, finance executives and so on. They watched me dancing in my
teeny bopper outfit . | was a bit arrogant and egotistical back then and | said to myself, |
shouldn't be doing this. | should be doing something different” Looking back, it
wasn't so much as dancing in a teeny bopper outfit, but that actually, | was missing
the interaction and human connection | had when | was teaching my high school
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students. It was one thing to be performing for children and making people happy,
it was another listening to people and hearing their stories. | missed that, because
communication is a two-way thing. | looked into my heart: to find a job, to find a
path, to find a road that could fill that need inside me.

The road wasn't easy because, despite the fact that | had a master's degree, |
had no network or connections in Hong Kong. In the Philippines, my studies qualified
me to be a teacher. But here, | could not. It wasn't just about the network, but the
then-perception in some circles of what Filipinos can and cannot do. In some areas,
my degrees from the Philippines were snubbed. When | applied to teach English,
there was a perception that Filipinos would not have as much to offer as “Native
English Teachers!

I would knock on every single door, and each door would be shut in my
face. It was so painful to hear that whatever | studied, however hard | worked, it
amounted to nothing. | remember applying to be a kindergarten teacher. | said |
had the experience for it and | knew | could do it. They just said, “You are lacking
qualifications. Maybe you can find a visa as a singer in a bar, then maybe you can be
a part-time teaching assistant”” It was painful for me because | felt hopeless, "What
am | going to do?” What | realized then is that these kinds of challenges and detours
help us gain experience that we will need someday. | didn't know it back then, but |
needed those experiences to process.

| studied more while working. | went around in circles, and slowly worked my
way through the field. | realized that every place | went to, | learned something. One
day, when | felt | knew the industry enough, | told myself: Let me try to open my
own school. Part of it because | also wanted to give opportunities for others. It was a
big risk back then, because everybody told me my ideas for an Arts-related learning
centre would not be possible. Every time | showed my potential investors my plan,
they would say, “You won't survive 6 months.

That's what they told me in 2015 when | opened my first school. We built 3
branches within 4 years. Hey, we survived more than the 6 months that people
claimed. That is because we've stuck to what we believe in. | opened a Creative



Arts centre because that's my passion. | love teaching children. | love inspiring and
mentoring them in art, and helping them with appropriate tools. | don't want to force
children to do routines or drills. | want them to love art. Some people told me that
this concept would not work, and it would not fly in Hong Kong because everybody
just wants to drill the children in Academics. | said to them, “I want the children to
play. I am not going to give in to what the market is dictating, even if that would
make more money. | will stick to what | love and what | believe would be good for
children! In the end, it turned out well.

There are wise words | came across recently. You probably know Pixar, Toy's
Story and those animated films. The co-founder Edwin Catmull once wrote, “Be
patient. Be authentic. And be consistent. The trust will come!”

I live by these words. When you keep doing what you do because you know
this is for the good of the children, the right opportunity will come to you before
you know it. If | stayed stuck where | was, | wouldn't feel the joy of what | do
now, working with children. So, the opportunity finds you. | think a lot of university
students, people in their twenties, or even people in their thirties, forties, fifties,
always want to dream big for themselves, for their lives. Sometimes the best things
just come when we consistently give our best.

That's what actually happened to me with the movie Still Human. Some of you
may ask, “That's a big job. Where did that come from?" | got into that film because
of Facebook. Somebody just sent a message to me and | said, “Why not?" At first,
I said to myself, “I was so busy with my school. | don't think | have time for this!"
Embarrassingly enough, | actually really doubted myself: | don't think | am good
enough for this. | never have experience in films. | did stage for 13 years in the
Philippines. But film? I thought | was going to make a fool of myself. When | met the
director Chan Siu Kuen, | realized that there was a message. There was a value that |
believed in.

Here is a back story. When | got to Hong Kong 12 years ago, | did a lot of
community work. Every weekend, | would spend time with migrant workers, and
some of them were domestic helpers. | would teach drama, hold workshops, do
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confidence-building activities, and eventually they became my friends. Some of
the things that | thought about them when | was in the Philippines was actually
not accurate. Meeting the person and really listen to their stories make you realize
that there are not a lot of differences between us. We may seem like very different
people: different backgrounds, different cultures, different interests. But at the end of
the day, we share a common humanity — we ache, we bleed, we find joy, we triumph
and we hope in the same way. When the script came to me for the film, | had no
intention to try to be a movie star. Like | told you, | don't even like to take pictures
of myself and post it on Instagram. But | told myself, this was a chance to tell a story
and to help correct some misconceptions about Filipinos in our society. So, | said,
“Let me do it”" A lot of people in the team did it because of that. It was a low-budget
film. There wasn't a lot for us to get out of it. It's more for us to sacrifice than to get. |
thought maybe we would show the film in universities, in social settings, and maybe
we could talk and have dialogues between cultures. | did it because of that.

What happened next was a little bit of a surprise; | found out | was nominated
for an acting award, “You are going to the awards ceremony. You need to dress up
in a glittering outfit” It was a whirlwind. | think all the awards came because our
hearts were in the right place. We didn't do this to get an award. We did it because
we wanted to stay true to our message. Because of that, the good things came. |
remember thinking to myself during the Awards season, “I don't think | am good
enough”” To be honest, let's face it. Even if we are in a progressive society, me being
Filipina, there is still a lot of stigma attached there. A lot of discrimination still happens.
There was one time that | was dressed up in a gown, and someone told me “I don't
recognize you. You look so glamourous. And | didn't realize that you are so educated”

This gave me a big flashback. This made me remember how 12 years ago, there
were moments whereby, because | was a Filipino, people thought that | was not
capable of doing something to a high level. It still happens a lot. | try not to look at
social media so much, but sometimes posts about me get trolled. If | said something
like, “I wish there are more opportunities for domestic workers to have professional
and personal development”, | would get comments on that post like, “If you guys are
so smart and so talented, why are you helpers?".



We encounter that on a daily basis, macro and micro, even in our schools
sometimes. One of my managers is Filipino and she has dark skin, darker than mine.
Somebody came before — just a random visitor, thankfully — and my colleague
said, “You can put your shoes in the cubbyholes”. That visitor slipped her feet out
of her shoes, and left her shoes in the floor, in front of my colleague. And then
my colleague had to stand her ground and said, “"YOU can put your shoes in the
cubbyhole. Thank you very much!” It happens a lot. It happens in small ways. But
I don't want to let that bring us down. While there is as much as discrimination, as
much as challenges like these happening around us, there are also a lot of hopes.
A lot of people also believe in good values and that is what | choose to focus on
because that's the way we move forward. It's not about arguing the past. It's moving
forward and listening to each other.

To wrap up, all | want to say is that, every time when you think you are not
good enough, just remember, that you are more than enough. You are making a
difference in every small way. At the end of the day, even just to be kind, giving a
good deed to somebody, lifting somebody up, might be more than enough. If | can
get through this day bringing kindness to someone, | will have made a difference in
this world. Thank you very much.
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Question and Answer Session

Student: When you were facing such kind of oppression and discrimination during your

Crisel:

stay in Hong Kong, what would you do to overcome or tackle these kinds
of problems? Also, how would you cope with those misconceptions about
foreign domestic helpers?

When it happens to me, right then and there, | show them who | am. When
somebody is discriminating against you, it doesn't say that you are lower. It
tells a lot about the insecurities or lack of understanding or awareness of that
person. When that happens, | try to understand first. It's hard, but | breathe
and remind myself, “What you say about me is not who | am. What | decide
about myself is who | am!” That's number one. Number two, | would think
this is an expression of narrowmindedness and that person is on the losing
end. So, I would stand my ground, with kindness. Because if | scream back
at that person, then that person would just scream back at me. If | show that
person that | am willing to treat you like a decent human being, then that
person usually starts to feel something. | grew up in an environment where
| was taught that it's better to be kind, and | tried to do that. But that doesn't
mean that | remain quiet. | do speak when | feel that it's disturbing my rights,
my personal space. If somebody would say something to me, | would correct
them, but respectfully. | would show them that | could treat you right, and you
should treat me right too.

I think having this kind of dialogue and speaking about the topic is the way
of moving forward. Recently, | had several interviews and discussions when
we were working with migrant workers and organizations. There are a lot of
people in Hong Kong who are really changing the environment of diversity.
When | started doing community work 12 years ago, it was very different from
what we have now. There are many factors to that. One is that there are many
organizations talking about diversity. More programmes and events are coming
up. It is not just the migrant community. A lot of Hong Kong people are taking
part in this. It may not have such a great influence yet, but it's making a real
impact. There are so many domestic workers, for example women working



in household services who actually are now able to go home. Why? Because
many employers themselves are helping them to combat the challenges they
face. They help them plan for their return home. They empower them. In
our school, many of our clients hired caregivers, some of whom are Filipinos.
When their caregivers have activities or competition, they are even there to
support. So, on our part, we'd like to continue this community. We engage
with NGOs, and we also engage with migrant workers, for example through
different workshops. | think when you approach it very positively and people
feel empowered, it makes a small but real impact.

Student: My question is about your movie Still Human. The movie talks about two
people being marginalized in society and they feel the warmth of each other
which helps them to step out of the stigmatization in society. But it's a really
rare case that two marginalized people can support each other. Just now |
heard about the term “decent human life". How can we help a person being
marginalized in society to live a decent human life?

Crisel: | grew up being taught that we are responsible for each other. When people
are being marginalized, we have to step up to help make a better place for
them. | think that it's in the small things and it's in the big things. In the bigger
picture, there are lots of organizations that help different marginalized groups
- people with learning challenges, people with physical disabilities, people
who are suffering because they are migrants or refugees. | have met a lot of
them throughout my 12 years in Hong Kong. They are making a difference
and they are actually engaging the community. Believe it or not, there are
many such organizations, and if you find one that touches on something you
are passionate about, you can support them. They may not get the publicity
that others are getting. They may not be big enough to get on the covers of
the magazines. But | witness ordinary people like you and me, spend a few
hours or a day in a week, giving out their time for others. It is not just about
the resources you give in terms of goods, or helping them have a physically
better environment. It is also about time, passion, compassion, and listening.
For example, there is an organization based in Hong Kong called "RUN"
which has a special focus on women refugees. They help them to have a

balanced and decent life - to be able to run, to be able to do some sports.
The volunteers take care of the children of these women, while they can have
time to take care of themselves. It's in the small things. | think many people
are doing a bigger impact in terms of physically helping people but everybody
has something to give. There are also organizations serving the migrant
workers, such as offering free legal services, providing shelters for those who
were kicked out by their landlords unlawfully. The more we understand that
these things are happening, the more we realize that even next door, we have
somebody in need.

I guess you know all the recent political events going on in Hong Kong, and a
lot of youngsters like us have problems with our parents. Here | am not asking
about politics. | would like to know more about your parents. You said that
they looked down on art because it can't earn you food. How do they feel
about the things that you have done in Disneyland and your career right now?
How do you communicate with them? Are they now supporting your career or
are they still thinking the same way about art?

Yes, my parents were challenging me about the Arts. They did not see eye to
eye with me. | think ultimately, because they cared. Being in the field of early
childhood education, | encounter a lot of communication challenges between
parents and their children. And it's tough. In our school, there are some
parents who even ask us for advice on talking to their children. It's hard to
take sides with parents or students because nobody wants to hurt anybody in
their families. | remember that | heard somebody saying things about “Monster
Parents”. Even though | have my own challenges with my parents, | don't think
any parent wakes up in the morning saying, “How can | be a monster to my
child?”

First of all, we realize that there is love there. The challenge is in the
communication. There are generational gaps, and | think older generations
have a tendency to shut down. That's what we tell the parents with their
young children, “When you tell a child | am right and you are wrong, it doesn't
allow for dialogue” It's a two-way thing. We also tell the families that maybe
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you won't understand or maybe you won't agree, but at the core of it every
relationship needs respect. Saying, “I respect that we come from different
mindsets but we can agree on something, maybe not on everything"

For me, personally, with my parents, I've learnt to find a middle ground called
assertiveness. | grew up with parents who were strict so it was always either
passive or aggressive. | could not speak, or | would scream. | would keep it
in and keep it in, and then one day | would scream at them. That's how it
was for me. Now | learn about psychology with children and with families, |
realize that there is a middle ground and it's called assertiveness. It says that
if we can respect each other and if we can listen, then we would be one step
closer to understanding. We may not agree, or we may never agree, but there
is a respect to understand that every person is a human being and people
have their right to have their thoughts as well. That's what happened to me
and my family. | persisted without disrespecting them. | said to them, “Let
me show you that | can do it. You don't have to agree with me. You don't
have to believe that | can do it. But let me try" That's how we arrived at a
point where they came back to me and said, “We did a lot of those things
because we were afraid for you. Thank you for showing us that we've raised a
good human being" | always give this advice to children, whether high school
students, college students, or young people. It's the same advice that | give
myself: Always go back to your parents and say, “Trust me. You raised me to
be a good person and | will make you proud”

Student: I'm a music student. | would like to ask whether performing art (like theatre,
drama, fine art, or music) should be an expression of individualism, or rather
it should be an expression of some social ideologies? In other words, should
music or performing art contain some political propaganda to help raise
awareness in society or whether it should be separated from social issues?

Crisel:  You know what's very interesting about art? Art is an expression. Art is organic.
Art is what you make of it. You know, how did art begin? If you look at the
history of theatre, for example, nobody just said, “Let's put up a show!" It didn't
start that way. It started from a need. They wanted to understand their world.
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Student:

Crisel:

They wanted to express themselves. And | see it with children every day. They
have a voice. They say and they sing, though obviously with babies you can't
understand what they are saying sometimes. But they are expressing. So, |
believe that art is an expression. You cannot separate art from society. Because
art is a medium through which we make the world understand how we feel,
what we think and what we believe in. Nowadays, people think that art is
only in the sphere of something high culture, like playing Bach, Beethoven or
singing an operatic aria.

Art is really what you make of it. One of the quotes that I've heard before,
from W. Edward Brown, says “The artist has one function — to affirm and glorify
life” Let me give you another quote from Shakespeare’'s Hamlet. Hamlet talks
to actors in Scene Three, “The purpose of playing......is to hold as it were the
mirror up to nature: to show virtue her feature, scorn her own image, and the
very age and body of the time his form and pressure.” Art has always been
a mirror and a reflection of the world. It should not just be relegated only to
high culture. It's not only something that only a few can participate in. It is
something that everybody is capable of. And we must bring art as an organic
matter to people.

I really admire what you said today. You mentioned the differences you have
with your family. As an aspiring performer, what is the one thing that you
would tell your younger self or maybe fellow aspiring performers here given
your success now?

I actually thought about that before. | asked that to myself and | know my
answer. First of all, I would tell my younger self: Music can put food on the
table. Because for so long, | tried to reject this identity and | told myself, “No
no no, | am not an artist” At that time, | had the wrong mentality. As | grew
older, | realized that artists are indeed some of the smartest and strongest
people, to be able to do what we do. | told you that | had experienced some
hard times. During hard times, | made money through my art. | sustained
myself. So, actually, quite literally, the Arts did put food on the table.
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The other thing | would tell my younger self is, “When somebody says
negative things and pulls you down as an artist, don't listen!” However, if it's
constructive criticism, please listen. If somebody tells you that you are singing
flat, listen to that. You need to understand when something is constructive and
when something is destructive. If you know a person, coming to you and say, ‘I
want you to succeed. Try doing this”" You can say, “Thank you. Let me try." But
if somebody comes up, just saying, “You amount to nothing. You will never
make it” Don't listen to that. Because, at the end of the day, it's not them
who will make it. It's you. It's better to try. It's better to do it. It's better to learn
something and find where you actually want to be, than sit down and wonder,
“What would happen if | try?” @
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Music Competition and Training in Saxophone

Asia Pacific Saxophone Academy is an annual saxophone event
held in Bangkok. It includes competitions, private lessons, masterclasses,
performances, etc. Musicians from the Asia Pacific region gather every year to
share their knowledge, to communicate and to learn.

As a student who seldom travel for educational purpose, | found that this
event could be a good start as it helped me fulfil more than one of my goals. As
a saxophonist, | have long been wishing to know more about how saxophone
performance is like in other countries (after all Hong Kong is not yet a popular
place for saxophone performance). Also | hoped to join an international
competition during my university life, as well as to prepare well for my possible
further studies in the future. | found this event very helpful not only because it
helped me achieve these goals, but also because of the high qualities of the
activities organized.

| have participated in the solo competition organized by the academy, for
it | have put a lot of hard work into practising. There were over 35 musicians
competing for the award. The competition had a fairly high standard as all
musicians showed great stability and accuracy, while having their own way
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of art interpretation. The competition was tough and unfortunately | did not
enter the final round. Nevertheless, it helped me understand more about the
global standard of saxophone performance. It also allowed me to make future
improvements with clearer directions.

After the competition, the saxophone academy commenced. In the night of
23 July professional saxophonists who were going to teach us gave an opening
concert, which included music from different periods in the history, and also
newly composed pieces by living composers. The musicians are known to be
the best saxophonists in the world who have excellent performance skills, and
so was their concert that night.

In the Academy, | was lucky enough to meet great teachers who teach
in Korea, Australia and USA. They all have their own styles influenced by their
own countries. | got inspirations from all of them and my problems were solved
effectively. The diversity of performance and teaching styles are what | could
never receive by studying from one teacher in Hong Kong.

Taiwan and Japan after the closing
concert.
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Besides, | joined the Young Artist Program in the academy. It was a free
additional program that provided participants with a brand new perspective
to art production. In the program, we were assigned to create a modern
performance with the use of body movement, sound effects, stage settings,
etc. We were basically asked to blend different forms of art (music, visual
arts, dancing, etc.) to form a single performance. All the other participants
and teachers were invited to watch this performance. The show received lots
of laughters, applaud, and positive comments. In this program, | learned that
musician should not be my only identity. It is a bigger challenge but also a
bigger success to be able to collaborate with different artists in putting together
various art forms in the future. This is the gateway to become an all-rounded
artist.

The event came to an end with the performance of the mass saxophone
ensemble, which included all 108 of the participants this year. This was a unique
experience to perform with such a large number of saxophone players. After the
performance, we had a nice farewell dinner hosted by the hotel. We all had a
great time in this event.

Personally, the most important thing | have learned from this event is that
we, especially musicians, have to go outside regularly to see what is going
on in the world, as art and music is a global thing that everyone share. | also
recommend other students to participate in international events of their majors.

It was my honor to be nominated by the Faculty of Social Science to
represent Hong Kong and the University to participate in the Salzburg Global
Seminar. With the generous support from Chung Chi College, | had a wonderful
17 days in the Salzburg Academy of Media and Global Change, engaging in
constructive discussion and thoughtful debate with faculty members, professors,
media veterans and both postgraduate and undergraduate students from five
continents around the globe on the topic “The Cost of Disbelief: Fracturing
Societies and the Erosion of Trust”.

Inside the lecture hall:

There were seminars which we applied the concept of civic imagination
to try resolving future problems and realised the power of how framing by
journalists/ photographers can narrate different stories. In countless mornings
we talked about institutional press and reviewed counter traditional media
strategy using the example of terrorists. Later we utilised our creativity to
relate media literacy with real-life applications such as museums and artificial
intelligence. As we dug deeper into different dimensions of media literacy, we
came up with our project “Navigating the news media in the age of information
explosion”, where we provided a step-by-step guide for audiences to build
their media literacy toolkit. | regard it as very practical since it appears in our
everyday lives in all sorts of forms. It has become an essential skill living in this
day and age.

The schloss and the city:

Schloss Leopoldskron (Castle Leopoldskron), the castle where | lived and
studied at, is also a highlight of this trip. Having a rich history, it was once owned
by the famous Salzburg Archbishops, occupied by the notorious Nazis and is
nowadays internationally well known for being the original scene setting for “The
Sound of Music”. Salzburg is a tiny yet historical city with Mozart’s Birthplace
being the tourists’ favorite. Salzburg Festival were held during the time | visited
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with performances on Austrian cultures held at the Mozartplatz and symphony
orchestra performance at the Residenzbrunnen plaza. Weekend hiking trip to
the alps and the Mauthausen concentration camp excursion organized by the
seminar allowed us to understand more about the history and other side of the
land we were on.

The people:

My experience in Salzburg would not be the same without the people | met
here. My Mexican friends shared the 1968 student movement which was never
taught in history classes. My United States roommate was studying in West
Point and would serve the military after graduation. | practised my Spanish and
sang Spanish songs with friends from Argentina, watched football matches with
my Indian and Palestinian friends and partied hard with amazing people from
Lebanon. Moreover, | would like to express my gratitude to all faculty members,
professors and guest speakers from all over the world for their guidance along
my journey. As a 20 years-old without any journalism nor communication
background, | learnt a lot by attending workshops, reading-groups and through
watching films they shared with us. They are nice people and always available
for questions.

What’s next:

This trip reassured my aspiration to be a regional and global leader in my
future endeavours. As | relate my observations to my major studies, | see a lot of
global issues such as sustainable environment and regional safety that rely on
international cooperation to overcome mutual challenges. This is a sophisticated
but inevitable step, hence critical for more global citizens to embrace the
sense and value of multi-culture, for example through global studies. Global
cooperation is challenging, but do not lose faith in it because it is the solution for
all problems in the future.

Carry on the legacy:

Thanks once again for the opportunity. Without the faculty’s nomination and
the support from the CC FLY award, | would not have such a smooth, rewarding
and unforgettable summer. Credits are also given to the Salzburg Global
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Seminar team for their hospitality. Capitalizing from the energetic exposure, | will
bring the positive attitude onto my studies and to share them out. | am confident
that | will be able to leverage the spirit upheld in Salzburg further and contribute
back to the society.
